State of the Student ACM – George Mobus

The Student ACM needs a jump-start.  Leaders have left the program/campus, and the organization is dwindling.  The department can’t make the ACM happen, there has to be student initiative.  

Discussion Points:

· Need to meet, discuss, try to get a core reconstituted by the end of the quarter to try to sell to new students entering the program

· No reinforcement has been given from the department to join – other than the lab.  Students don’t know about the organization, it’s not on faculty’s radar

· Do we want to take a more aggressive position and try to motivate students?  It takes departmental reinforcement

· Does the group work toward anything – a big event, etc.?

· The ACM gets stipends from associated students to put on functions.  They don’t know what to put on.  The ideas that they come up with are too grandiose for the time they have on their hands.  It works best with full time students without jobs

· What types of activities does the group organize?  Social?  Technical?

· It can be either or both.
