6. New Business

CTC Summer Workshop – George Mobus 

The Institute needs more participation from faculty in orchestrating the workshop, specifically, someone to teach 321 and 342. These are 2-hour classes for two consecutive days. A stipend is available and interested parties should see Jessica.  It will be the same presentation both days.

Faculty Senate Elections – Josh Tenenberg 

Question on whether the Institute was to vote in a block or have an individual faculty member. It was suggested to vote for an IAS person. 

Teaching of 142/143 this coming year – Larry Crum 

Steve Olswang spoke with the community colleges and suggested a magnet offering of 142 and 143.  Steve Wall from Pierce Puyallup wants CSS faculty involved.  The courses will have several numbers, to include TCC, and both Pierce Colleges.  Students register under their community college number and our students register under TCSS.  Seattle would offer us a one-time $100,000 allotment to hire faculty to support teaching these courses, and our faculty would teach them on this campus.  Olswang submitted a proposal to Seattle and it is expected to be approved. 

Some challenges: 

· We won’t see community college transcripts for prerequisites

· Community college union issues

· Will community colleges offer 142/143 also?

· Where does the assessment exam fit?

· CSS vs. community college expectations

· What this will do to our FTEs? 

The Institute needs to put everything in writing.  A suggestion was made to discuss this further in the Undergraduate committee meeting about course content and philosophy.  We need to hire someone for a year – difficult to find someone strong on short notice. We could hire people to teach other courses and senior faculty could rotate teaching 142/143 for at least for the next year.  Suggestions: one senior-faculty member teaches 142 then 143; offer 2 sections of 142 and 143 each quarter (12 for the academic year).  Bill teaches 6 and senior faculty teaches 6.

Faculty Search Committee Recommendation – Larry Crum 

It was recommended we offer Lou Ann Lyon-Banks a one-year, full time lectureship for the 2004-05 academic year.  Faculty voted & unanimously approved the Search Committee’s recommendation (There were 10 faculty members in attendance)
