Undergraduate Repeated Course Policy – Larry Crum

Larry received an email from Carolyn Plumb, Chair Faculty Council on Academic Affairs, outlining the procedure for undergraduates wishing to repeat a course more than once.  The policy dictates (effective Fall 2005) the Undergraduate Committee should be petitioned if a student wants to repeat a course more than once.  As far as we’ve seen, this policy is what we currently practice; there is no discrepancy in the policy versus our practice.

In the email (policy) the following options are noted:

The options open to departments will include:
a.  No repeat policy indicated, which will allow undergraduates to register for the second

taking of a course during Period I registration and thereafter
b.  repeat course registrations allowed only after registration Period I
c.  repeat course registrations allowed only after the quarter has begun (Period III)
d.  Entry Code required for a repeat registration.

Faculty voted to adopt option “d” as specified in the policy.  The vote was unanimously approved (there were 10 faculty members in attendance).
