Vietnamese Student Challenges – Bill Conlen

Bill indicated that his Vietnamese students have significant language and comprehension problems.  In his 142 and 143 classes, the Vietnamese population is as much as 19% of total class count.  Suggestions include:

· Using ESL programs at community colleges

· Partnering with community service programs

· Videotaping classes

· Hiring an interpreter (grad student)

· Implementing Faculty Advisor program 

· Using Teaching Learning and Technology (TLT) services

Magnet Courses – Larry Crum

Larry handed out copies of the Jack Nelson’s letter to the CTC Academic Officers on 142 and 143 (dated 5/27/04) and Steve Olswang’s letter the President’s of CTC (dated 5/20/04).  Comments include:

· $100,000 is designated for the cost of the magnet courses.  Impact on managing lab costs will come from this budget.

· The Undergraduate Committee should further discuss these courses.

· Magnet courses were designed after the Fellow’s Program.

· These courses have been scheduled.
