1. Approval of minutes (5 minutes)

1.1 Approval of minutes from the February 12, 2010 faculty meeting.
Motion: To approve the minutes from the February 12, 2010 faculty meeting with changes to be made. 2. Institute updates (15 minutes) – Orlando

2.1 
The News Tribune published an article on February 28, 2010 about the 


Institute of Technology.  Orlando wrote a letter to the News Tribune in 


response to the article they published.  Orlando’s letter has not been 


published.  In his letter, Orlando wrote that the Institute is trying to 


restore part of the permanent funding that was cut by 15.89% and that 


we need to have permanent faculty at the Institute.  Orlando has a draft 


of the request made to the budget committee by the Vice Chancellor.  


Last year, we got $150,000 in temporary funds.  We had originally asked 


for $155,000 this year but, because of non-returning faculty, the request 


was reduced to $95,000.  Two tenure track positions, one in CSS and one

in ITS, are needed. The faculty needs to take a proactive role, because

this will affect the Institute as a whole.

Microsoft Meeting – Orlando, Kelly, and Ankur met with people at 
Microsoft. They discussed possible cooperation. The people at 
Microsoft are interested in the ITS program, and would like to meet our 
faculty to explore the possibility of working together.  They talked about 
Ankur and Martine’s research. They have a meeting scheduled with 
Mohamed El-Sharkawi next week.

Larry and Orlando attended the annual Industry Achievement Awards last 

night.  The event was hosted by the Washington Technology Industry 


Association.  Two of the companies present expressed interest in 

providing internships for some of our students intern at their companies. 

Travis Matthews, an Institute alumnus, won an award for Information 
Technology Department Innovation of the Year.

Changing TCSS 490/590 to variable credit (10 minutes) – Kim




There is a proposal to change TCSS 490/590 undergraduate and graduate 

special topics courses to variable credit courses. The goal is to offer short 

courses using the special topics course rather than using independent 

study course numbers, since faculty members don’t get credit for 

independent study.  The proposal is to change both 490 and 590 to 

variable credit, while still offering 5 credit special topics courses and 2-3 

credit short courses. However, special topics courses have a different

purpose than short courses, as they allow faculty to pilot new courses

before proposing them as permanent parts of the curriculum.  The

deadline to submit a course change proposal is in April.

Motion: To create three new courses – TCSS 492, TCES 492 and TINFO 
492 – with variable credits (1 to 5).
