the difference. The goal would be to have the new person start in January 2011.  In order to fill this position, we might be able to use funds that we currently have in travel, equipment, and staff vacancies.

Advisors


Advisors will be moving to a central location.  There’s currently no 
timeline on when the move will take place, and the central location has 
not been chosen.  A new director will be responsible for the core 
curriculum and will supervise the advisors. The university is looking at 
establishing an open major at UWT. 


Faculty are being asked to support the advisors with this possible change. 
At the Executive Council meeting, some members were upset that they 
did not have an opportunity to give feedback on this proposed change.  
Faculty members want to be able to 
participate in these discussions.  
There was an advisors’ meeting last year and some faculty members 

were present.
