· Hanks proposed to the committee a package of degrees/minors that the CSS dept could offer.  These proposals would increase enrollment, cross disciplines with other academic departments.  The packaged proposal has (3) components and discussion with committee brought about amendments to the proposal which is included below:

1) Offer a Bachelor of Arts degree in Computer Science

5 Core Courses

4 Concentration classes / Electives (may include 2 Directed Study/Research classes)

Plus a Minor in another discipline (some are already established)

2) Offer a Minor in CS (there is already another one, but it needs modifications)

This program would attract majors in other academic departments and courses would not require 142,143 and 342.  It will require some effort on the part of the faculty to increase course load, but adjuncts could teach many of these courses.  The minor in CS would include (names in parenthesis are faculty who may be/are interested in creating/teaching these courses):


a. Programming course for non-majors


b. Human Computer Interface (HCI)  ( (Robison)


c. Database/Data Management ( (Bichindaritz)


d. Networks/Internet ( (Sergio)


e. Other approved courses: Modeling ( (Mobus)

f.  Projects

g.  Social Computing ( (Mobus)

h.  Software Engineering

To note-a,c,d,g will be taught by CSS faculty and c,d are currently taught at the Business school.

3) Coordinate and foster creation of Minors in other disciplines – there are currently 7 Minors on the books at UWT, but minors could be taken in Seattle or Bothell as well. Some potential minors of interest: Business, GIS, ES, Nursing, Education.

The BA and the BS degrees will have the same admission requirements, so that students may change if they wish between the two.
