Minutes of CSS Undergrad Committee Meeting - Approved

December 3, 2004

· Meeting started at 9:40 a.m.

Minutes were approved with the following sentence struck from the discussion item Proposal for BA Degree in CSS.  “He will also look into Josh’s survey done a while back and will make adjustments to the proposal.”

· J. Nelson presented a proposal for Directed Reading TCSS 498 titled Object Oriented Databases.  J. Tenenberg was concerned of the content of the project proposal and he suggested to add detailed schedule of readings from the book and a more detailed project proposal.  The committee agreed to the suggestion.  There was consensus that the proposal be resubmitted to the undergraduate committee with the suggestions put forth.

· J. Nelson presented two proposals for Directed Research TCSS 499 titled Implementation of Issue Objects in ConsensUs and Determining Methods for Multi-Dimensional Threading of Comments.  The committee approved the proposals. 

· C. Calo presented a draft of the CSS Undergraduate Curriculum Policies and Procedures Manual, specific to the dept.  The draft is composed of faculty voted items and references to CSS website.  The committee will review the material and make comments at the next meeting.

· G. Mobus reported on the College Curriculum committee decision on TCSS 325.  Given the subject of the course and the similarities of content, the College Curriculum committee suggested that we obtain approval from other colleges or dept. that have a similar offering.  The committee discussed the prerequisite and it was agreed to state it as TCSS 143 or equivalent.  Equivalence decisions will be made by the advisers. A few other corrections were made to reference TCSS 325 rather than TCSS 425.  

There was consensus in the committee to make above revisions.  D. Chinn will finalize the course change application to reflect the changes.  Further approvals from other dept having similar offerings will be obtained and resubmitted to College Curriculum committee.

· D. McLane presented a new course application TCSS 431 Network Security to the committee for review.  J. Tenenberg suggested to provide more information on the syllabus course description; to further describe the objectives on the syllabus for more understanding.  L. Crum suggested to revise catalog description as there is a 50 word limit.  There was general concern of the numerous prerequisites and that it would be best to have same prerequisites as for most other electives.  D. McLane will make revisions as suggested and have the committee review at the first meeting of the 2005.
