The committee denies this request.  This prerequisite must be met prior to registering for TCSS 422, and since an audit of this course requires registration, it cannot be allowed as an audit.

Petition to Repeat Courses

The committee denies the petition and in its decision, student can only register for TCSS 321 this quarter (Spring 2005).
