ASSIGNMENT 1: Judging a Site
Welcome. 

Now that you have joined the Coach TTQ Yahoo Group, your first assignment is to judge an educational web site and post a message that lists your opinion and score. 
A. Judge a Site. You will need two handouts to judge the site (these are also in the File section as well as on this course’s web site in Unit 3):

1. The TTQ Rubric

2. The TTQ Judging Steps for Unit 3

Now, it’s time to judge an educational web site. Go to: http://library.thinkquest.org/C005707F/ and follow the TTQ Judging Steps for Unit 3. Be sure to keep your answers on this handout for our online group discussion (listed below).

B. Return to the Yahoo group (http://groups.yahoo.com/group/coachttq/)

1. Click on “Polls” in the left column. There are four polls for you to post your opinion and score. You will be able to view the polls as individuals participate.
2. Click on “Database” in the left column. Open the table called “Compare & Analyze Scores”. Using your scores and comments from the TTQ Judging Steps handout, you will enter the scores for each of the rubric’s elements, as well as comments about the scores and/or the site that show why you scored the way you did.
C. Return occasionally to this database to see how your colleagues scored. Do any scores surprise you? Are the scores about what you thought they should be? Do you agree or disagree with the majority of the scores/comments? Why or Why not? Do you think there can be a consensus about the site’s overall score? Keep these questions in mind as there will be an online opportunity to open a discussion about the scores.
In the meantime, have some fun applying what you have learned about the TRIO ThinkQuest Rubric toward an actual TRIO student’s educational web site that was entered into the ThinkQuest International competition.
