1. Go to the following web site: http://library.thinkquest.org/C005707F/ . Make a very quick perusal of the site (no more than 5 minutes) keeping the following questions in mind:

	Content (intellectual honesty, presentation of content, depth of content, learning opportunities for content, educational value)
	Technical (broken links, load time, organized and intuitive navigation)

	Is it a new topic, or an old topic with a fresh approach?

Does there appear to be citations on pages where warranted (e.g., where there is dense text, quotes, images, etc)?

Is there a citation page?

Are citations linked to sources?

Does the presentation of the content appear well organized and/or non-linear?

Is the content presented with good web design elements?

Are there outside sources/links to add depth to the topic?

Is the content presented with various forms of media for learning purposes?

Is there educational value to this site?
