	Sage on the Stage = Instructing

	Constantly observing students, Drawing and pulling them to construct knowledge through exploration and research, allowing them to learn with preferred learning styles, and assessing them on performance.
	Constantly draws students’ eyes to themselves, telling students what to learn, directing them to given resources, using limited learning preferences, and assessing them on standard testing materials.
