	1.  Educational Value: Educational Objectives 

0-5 - the entry promotes little new interest or understanding of a topic and/or lacks clearly defined audience. The entry is lacking clear educational objectives or minimally addresses these objectives
6-10 - the entry promotes some new interest and/or understanding of a topic. The entry has a clearly defined audience and reasonably clear educational objectives and is moderately successful in meeting these objectives.   

11-15 - the entry clearly states its intended audience, promotes a compelling learning experience and/or elicits new interest or understanding in the topic. The entry has clearly stated, compelling, innovative, and/or meaningful educational objectives and these objectives are thoroughly met.

	2. Quality and Originality of Presentation/Design

0-5 - the entry presents information in a conventional way using text much like it would on paper and/or the text is poorly presented. Information and/or design are limited in artistic appeal and/or are not accessible to many users. The entry may have distracting and/or too many animations and/or limited attention to color, theme and layout. 


6-10 - the entry demonstrates some originality and innovation, has average design qualities, and takes some advantage of the web to create a new presentation of information and materials.  The writing is presented in a basic manner. Some original elements are included in the presentation and design.
 

11-15 - the entry contains original items, e.g., text, buttons, icons, and media (such as images, video, and sound) and these elements work well together. The writing is well presented. The site has excellent design qualities, is accessible to most or all users and maximizes the presentation options available on the web.

	3. Technical Quality
0-5 – the entry includes few or no links and/or few links work. The site is hard to navigate, and/or the navigation is unappealing, inconsistent, or hard to use. The entry is unreliable in technical quality and/or accessibility issues.
6-10 – the entry includes a variety of internal and external links and most of them work.  The site performs relatively well on different browsers and platforms.  Navigation is appropriate and generally helpful but could be more appealing. 

11-15 - the entry performs well on different browsers and platforms and generally works well at slower connection speeds.  The entry is mostly reliable and navigation is clear, easy to use, and inviting. The entry is accessible to most users.
16-20 – the entry is technically robust and reliable, intuitively easy to navigate, and works well at slower connection speeds.  Although the entry takes advantage of advanced features of the web and other media, the site and primary navigation is based on standard HTML and is accessible to most users.

	4. Quality and Originality of Content
0-5 - the entry contains information with numerous or fundamental errors.  The entry is ineffective in helping others learn and/or is biased and lacks objectivity. The content is weak and/or unorganized and/or has numerous grammatical and/or mechanical errors.

6-14 - the entry contains information that is generally accurate and contains a limited number of errors or omissions.  The entry is somewhat effective in helping others to learn. The content is organized, but presented in an ordinary manner. Opportunities to obtain additional information through content or links are limited. 
15-20 - the entry contains information that is accurate and contains almost no errors. The content is well organized.  Entry contains some original perspectives and does not merely report the work of others. The entry utilizes features of the Web to create an effective learning environment. The entry contains well researched writing and research links that assist the viewer in obtaining additional information.
21-30 - the entry addresses a topic and perspective that are fresh and well thought out.  The review of the literature and/or field research is accurate and objective.  The content is well organized and presented in an interesting and creative manner without bias.  The entry uses the capability of the Web to create a highly effective learning environment. The entry has exceptionally well researched links that assist the viewer in obtaining additional information or presents original in-depth research. The writing is clear, well organized, and has few or no grammatical or mechanical errors.

	5. Intellectual Honesty and Appropriate Attributions 
0-4 - the entry is consistently missing citations and credits are incomplete or missing.  Some passages may be plagiarized and/or images or other elements copied without credit to the original source.

5-10 - the entry may be missing some citations on the page in which the material is presented, some sources may be incorrectly cited, and/or the entry exceeds the amount of material allowable without documented permission (see Fair Use in the Rules), but the entry is essentially intellectually honest. Credits reflect all work contributed by others. Almost all text and graphics sources are cited on a citation page AND are cited on the page in which the material is presented AND, if from the Web, linked to the original source.
11-13 - the entry is intellectually honest and credits all work created by others by appropriately listing all citations, references, and sources. Brief citations are provided on the page where the materials are used and directly linked to the full reference on the citation page. Web sources on the citation page are hyperlinked directly to the original source. The use of materials from all sources, including text, graphics, photos, audio, and video, complies with Fair Use guidelines. 
14-15 – As above, but the initial requests for permission to use text, images, music, or other media are documented.

	6. Internet Style of Learning:
0-1 – the entry does not encourage active learning and is not interactive.  
2-3 – the entry has some interactive elements and users can participate in some activities and/or share limited information and/or points-of-view.

4-5 – the entry maximizes the interactive nature of the Internet.  Learning is not limited to a linear path and is facilitated by the use of new technologies and links to expert sites.  Visitors can actively participate in the teaching and learning process through interactive elements, ongoing discourse, collaborative problem solving, gaming and/or group simulation.
