LOOKING FOR AN AFFORDABLE CCTV?

The Washington Assistive Technology Foundation has 24 Closed Circuit TV’s (CCTV’s) available for loan to individuals with vision loss.  CCTV’s provide the magnification that many individuals with vision loss need to independently read and write, to sew, knit and undertake other activities of daily living.  However, the cost of these products puts them out of reach of many consumers. Through this new program, black and white CCTV’s will be made available for $25 per month and color CCTV’s for $35 per month to low-income individuals who are legally deaf and blind; individuals over the age of 55 with severe vision loss who need CCTV’s for independent living purposes and high school transition students.  Applicants must be eligible for services from DSB or the Division of Vocational Rehabilitation.
