The Professional Training Program prepares
professionals to provide consultation and direct
service and education to children with autism
spectrum disorders, and to train and supervise
other professionals and paraprofessionals in
schools, early childhood centers, hospitals, and
other community agencies. Training experience
is available for professionals at different levels of
education; including interns, postdoctoral
fellows, and University of Washington graduate
students. MasterÕs and doctoral level clinicians
can also receive this training through the UW
Continuing Education Program. We offer a
variety of workshops to community agencies
and school districts. Training opportunities and
educational materials are designed to meet the
needs of professionals statewide.
