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Clinical Elective Application


Residents in the R2 and R3 years have an opportunity to participate in international or non-established clinical rotations.  Rotations may be 4 weeks in length and may be coupled with a two week vacation.  Due to RRC-IM regulations, residents not specifically in the Global Health Pathway may not be away from continuity clinic for longer than 4 weeks plus two weeks of vacation.
Residents awarded clinical electives are responsible for all costs associated with travel, housing and per diem.  The training program will continue to provide residents’ salary and benefits during clinical electives.

Applications for Clinical Elective will be prioritized according to educational rational and feasibility of the experience as described by the prospective mentor.  Please note, lengthy responses are not required - brevity is the soul of wit!
