The article describes a new educational comic book being used in Germany and elsewhere in Europe to teach schoolchildren about the Holocaust, through the eyes of a Jewish girl who is confronted with an ethical and emotional dilemma.  The effort is to promote enlightened awareness and lively discussion to help answer the eternal "How Could This Happen?" question.  Both Nazis and Jews are presented as humans, with frailties and strengths, unglorified.  Ultimately, the exercise teaches children cultural awareness through human one-ness.
