This article describes a recent study published in Developmental Medicine & Child Neurology following a cohort of all children in a municipality in Sweden.  Two interesting findings reported were that kids with ADHD are 4 times more likely to be bullies, and 10 times more likely to have been bullied earlier in life.  Causality much never be assumed with this, nor can we assume the better ADHD management would result in less bullying.

 

But the article describes useful considerations about bullying management.  Be mindful that parents usually are not aware that their child is being bullied (which can take many forms).  Kids with special needs are likely targets (at school AND at home, mind you!).  What to do?  Check out the following resources for help.
