The article features two 4-minute video presentations, the first describing prenatal diagnostic testing that compels 90% of affected parents to choose termination, with risks to parents and our community in fewer children being born with Down Syndrome.  The second video features parents of children with Down Syndrome who share their stories of misinformed medical professionals and misguided resources at the time they learned of their children's diagnoses.  A parent-to-parent presentation ensues (much like the Families As Teachers that you participate in), and for me, is the most compelling aspect of this article.
