This story describes a study in the journal Nature from which the authors conclude that babies have the ability to make moral social evaluations without being taught to do so.  The article describes how the investigators designed a study of 6-month-old and 10-month-old infants, finding that babies feel good about people doing "good" and feel bad about people doing "bad". Perhaps these findings will provide clues to earlier identification of autism, such as the difficulties autistic children have in making rapid social decisions.
