The story discusses an article published in this month's Pediatrics, based on a study our very own Dimitri Christakis and Frederick Zimmerman conducted, reporting an association between the amount of violent TV programs male toddlers watched and later aggressive and antisocial behaviors they displayed.  Not seen in girls, though.  Keep in mind possible environmental factors and other confounders (stretching one's imagination, for example, we may wonder whether violent parents are more apt to tolerate or even inadvertently promote violent programming for their children).
