The article focuses on the silent experience of suffering that many such women endure as members of the imaginary Mothers Without Children club, held to code of secrecy or casual dismissal or logical explanations by their physicians and others.

As providers, our roles to nurture Medical Home alliances with our families encompass the partnership aims of compassion, cultural effectiveness and accessibility.  Open-ended non-leading or presumptuous approaches that enable screening for psychosocial stressors, including miscarriage, may improve partnering with families.
