The article (it reads like an editorial, but was written in the Health section so I let it slide) talks about fundamental cultural changes over the past few decades. Specifically, it addresses the author's perspectives regarding children's behavior in the pediatrician's office, at school and elsewhere, and their lack of "fear" of these adults (in contrast to the past).  The author reasons that this lack of fear results in unruly disrespectful and out-of-control kids.  The sources for these presumed changes, and the implications for these kids in the future (and for our culture in general) are discussed.  You draw your own conclusions.
