Identification and General Needs Assessment:

What is the problem that will be addressed by the curriculum?

Whom is affected by the problem? (patients, health care professionals, medical educators, society)

What affect does this problem have on them?

How important is the problem quantitatively and qualitatively?

How are affected individuals currently dealing with this problem now?

How would they ideally deal with the problem?

What is the gap between present and ideal? (General Needs Assessment)
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
