Patient calls 

& leaves 

message 

requesting a 

refill.

Deny and offer 

an 

appointment. 

Has the patient 

agreement 

been signed 

within the last 

year? 

Schedule an 

appointment. 

Has a urine 

drug test been 

completed 

according to 

risk level? 

Schedule an 

appointment 

and pend 

urine drug test 

order. 

Has the PMP 

been 

checked 

according to 

risk level? 

Check the PMP, 

print patient 

medication 

history for the 

dates since the 

last pain 

appointment 

and give to the 

provider with 

the refill 

request. 

Provider reviews pended 

refill, signs prescription if 

appropriate, and notifies 

appropriate staff of next 

steps.  

Appropriate staff 

follows-through on next 

steps.** 

**e.g., puts prescription 

at front desk for pick-up; 

calls patient to inform 

about prescription denial 

and/or need for 

appointment
