Purpose 
The Global Center for the Integrated Health of Women, Adolescents, and Children (Global WACh) at the University of Washington (UW) aims to make scientific discoveries, cultivate leaders, and bridge disciplines to improve the health and well-being of women, adolescents, and children.  As part of these commitments, Global WACh offers Seeds for Change Awards to improve user experiences in resource-limited settings by improving clinical care, patient satisfaction, workforce empowerment, and health service delivery for health and wellness programs benefitting the health of women, adolescents, and children. Eligibility Requirements (Applicants must meet both requirements. International and domestic partner institutions are eligible.)
1. Applicant is employed by a current UW partnering organization (defined as an entity engaged in joint activities with UW faculty or staff) in a resource-limited setting or program (please describe institutional partnership to UW in the application).
2. Applicant is a staff or faculty member working in a health program/clinical setting serving women, adolescents, or children.

Types of Resources Funded
Proposals must address unmet needs and improve the experience of women, adolescents, and children receiving healthcare services. 
	
Proposals may include but are not restricted to:

· Infrastructure improvements to existing structures (e.g. paint, furniture, signage) and associated labor costs
· Electronics (e.g. telephones, tablets, computers, AV)
· Medical equipment (e.g. stethoscopes, scales)
· Furniture (e.g. desks, cabinets, beds)
· Youth-friendly clinic improvements (e.g. play areas, toys)
· Patient educational materials that are non-consumable (e.g. flipcharts, posters, models)

	
Proposals that will not be considered:

· Research materials
· Consumable supplies 
· Items that will not be retained at the site 
(e.g., giveaways to patients, promotional and educational materials to take home)
· Items and supplies that are already provided through government programs (e.g., mosquito nets)
· Ongoing salary support for staff




Funding Available
Awards of less than or equal to $1,500 USD are strongly encouraged and will be given preference due to the scope of the award. 



Submission Guidelines  
Submit your application to gwach@uw.edu using the application form provided below.  All application components must be completed to be considered.  Proposals should not exceed word limits listed for each component and should be typed in Arial size 11 font.  Applications that are incomplete or do not follow instructions may not be considered. Successful applications will address the following components:
· Explain the unmet need
· Describe the specific resources requested
· Outline the health-related outcomes the proposal addresses (improved care, improved patient satisfaction, health care worker/staff/community empowerment, improved service delivery)
· Describe the potential impact of the project on target population’s health
· An itemized budget, with supporting quotes from suppliers or documentation of prices for items costing more than $500 USD
· Provide comments regarding implementation in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic

Review Criteria
Applicants are reviewed by a panel of researchers and student trainees affiliated with Global WACh and the UW Department of Global Health. Awards will be evaluated based on the following criteria:
	Significance/Impact:
	Does the request address an important unmet or underserved clinical need? Are multiple awards being requested from a team or site?

	Beneficiaries:
	Who are the direct beneficiaries of the resource request? Women, children, adolescents, health care workers? Will the request jointly benefit multiple target populations?

	Feasibility:
	Is the proposal realistic given the scope of the award? Is it feasible to implement in the scope of the COVID-19 pandemic. Has the site provided permission to conduct the project?

	Collaboration:
	If funded, will the proposal strengthen existing collaborations, or initiate new collaborations?




Post-Award Requirements
· Final report of spent funds including receipts
· Visual documentation of before/after award (photos or videos)
· A 2-3 sentence narrative summary of the project and a two paragraph, lay-friendly description of the project’s impact on WACh
· Permission to use photos and data on Global WACh’s website and promotional materials
