· They are asking for a 2 credit course that would be taught prior to the TCSS 445 database course. 

· Some international students would like to get more support.

2.5 Budget Update – Orlando/Kim

Our budget is currently $29,000 in the red.  Beth Rushing wants to know what our needs will be for the Winter and Spring 2010 quarters.  She also wants to know what our needs will be for the next academic year. The Administration will provide funding for our ITS program.  We need to vote on Matthew Alden and John Mayer at the next faculty meeting. That way, Academic Affairs can provide them with appointment letters.  

2.6 Proposal for Federal Delegation – Sam/Andrew


The proposal has moved to the next round.  It is currently up in Seattle.   The proposal 



has a Federal earmark for equipment for one year for a classroom link between the 


i-School and the Institute of Technology for teaching cybersecurity courses, and a set-up 


for the Gray Hat group so that they can conduct training for the cyber defense 




competition. Barbara teaches three courses in Information Assurance at the i-School. 



The proposal is to have her teach them in the linked classroom next year. Since it would 



be a TINST class, we could get students from Computer Science, Information 




Technology, the Applied Computing minor, and Healthcare and Business students. This 



would allow them to get information certification.

ABET process – Larry Wear
We are planning to submit a request for ABET accreditation for the CES program.  The request

has to be made by January, for the visit to take place in September or October.  The cost is $6,000 for the visit.  We have started collecting assessment data on some of the classes.  A meeting took place to discuss how to proceed with this.  There will be an impact on TCSS 325 because three of the ABET required outcomes will be assessed in that class; the outcomes are: an understanding of professional ethics, the broad education necessary to understand the impact of engineering solutions in a global and societal context, and a knowledge of contemporary issues.  Matt has been working on this.  A meeting will be set-up to meet with everyone that teaches the TCSS 325 course.
