5.1 
Undergraduate Committee - Josh

Course Stewardship was discussed at the undergraduate committee meeting and questions that came up included whether or not having course stewards is a good idea. If so, do we need to make changes?  We need to do some comprehensive quality control of our courses.  Right now, we don’t have a clear chain of responsibility at each level.  Items that were not discussed when the course stewards were assigned include having one person be the responsible representative, establishing outcomes for each course, setting deadlines, and setting target dates for meetings.  We are having a curriculum day on September 23, 2009 to address these issues.
