5.1 
Undergraduate Committee

The undergraduate committee has two proposals to bring to the faculty.

1. To allow computer science students to take TCES 330 and 430 courses as electives

(they have to take 230 before they can take 330). This is meant for students that want to have a more hardware-oriented approach to a computer science degree.

The suggested amendment is that they be allowed to take a maximum of 3 classes that are not CSS electives (internships, directed reading, and research count toward these 3 classes). That is, a student must take 10 credits of CSS upper division coursework, not to include independent study or internships.
