and refugee families. Our presenter will share how they support Somali and West African
families locally in the Seattle area at the Somali Family Safety Task Force. We will explore the
sensitive balance between respecting traditional cultural norms and the cultural norms of the

new generation. Specific topics will include parental discipline, comprehensive education,
awareness, and prevention of sexual assault, consent, and survivor advocacy.
